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For a sustainable future of the earth, the program is designed to foster human resources who can respond flexibly and promptly to the challenges that the world
faces one after another, such as population and food problems, environmental problems, climate change, and natural disasters. The program provides students with
opportunities to field study in Japan and abroad while contributing to the achievement of the SDGs goals.
